¡Seguimos con las reuniones de MEET! En el próximo encuentro vamos a comentar cómo era el teatro en la época de Shakespeare, y de Queen Elizabeth I (1558-1603). En el TP anterior les propuse mirar un video; esta vez les incluyo algunos datos de interés que aparecieron en ese video, por las dudas que haya sido difícil de comprender. También adjunté una imagen del Globe Theatre, como se vería en aquellos tiempos:

“The Globe theatre”

-It was located outside the city of London.
-It was made of wood.
-It had a circular shape.
-It was built in 1599 for the company: “The Lord Chamberlain’s Men” (Shakespeare’s company).
-It had a capacity of about 3,000 people.
-A lot of people went to the theatre, because it wasn’t expensive. (It cost 1 penny.)
-The plays attracted people because they were about life and love, human triumphs and human failures. They were comedies, and tragedies.
-It had 3 roofed galleries.
-The people that were standing in the yard in the open air were the “groundlings”. (los que estaban abajo, de pie)
-The stage (escenario) was small, only 12 actors could appear. They were very near the audience.
-There was a trap door (puerta trampa), on the stage, for devilish apparitions or disappearances.
-There was no scenery (decorado). They used simple objects, chairs, tables, swords, and a canvas for the sun or the moon. An actor had a torch to represent the night. There was no artificial light.
-There were no actresses, so young boys acted the parts of women.
-There was an upper stage (escenario más alto) for the musicians.
-There were vendors (vendedores) selling food.
-When a play was in progress there was a flag (bandera) at the top of the roof of the theatre.
